WELCOME BACK TO ROUND ROBINS!
Round Robins will be run by a committee of volunteers this year.  We are previous Round Robin players interested in providing FUN and FAIR play for all. The committee has worked hard to keep the round robin alive and we are happy to report that we are able to play again Tuesday evenings. .
In order to try to have more fun and fair matches on the courts, we are asking you to evaluate yourself according to the NTRP guidelines (Please see chart below).  As a guideline, if you are 4.0 and higher, you are very competitive; if you are 3.0-4.0, you are competitive; if you are 2.0-3.0, you are somewhat competitive as well as social; if you are less than 2.5, you are coming for fun (social).  So find the rating that best suits what you want to accomplish, and you’ve rated yourself.  We will have three colour groups of rankings: all levels under 3.0 (pink), 3.0-3.5 (blue), 4.0 + up (yellow).  The Round Robin coordinators will be doing the pairings based on rankings, in order to give everyone a fair (and fun!) match.  We will try are best to match like colours as much as possible; however, a “pink” may play with “blue” but not “yellow”, and a “yellow” may play with “blue” but not “pink”. This will also depend of the number of players on a given day.
Unfortunately, there is no money in the budget to supply balls this year (we need to conserve funds for resurfacing courts). Therefore there will be a charge of $10.00 the first time you attend Round Robins. The days and times are as follows: every Tuesday and Friday, 6:30 to 9:30 PM, and every Thursday 9-11 AM.  The Thursday morning Round Robins will continue to run as in previous years, but all three Round Robins will share the balls.
Tuesday and Friday Round Robins will have two distinct sessions, early and late (6:30-8 and 8-9:30).  If you arrive before the start of the second set, i.e. before 7 PM and 8:30 PM, you will be allowed to submit your tag for the remaining hour of play in that session.  However, for the early session, if you arrive AFTER 7 PM, you will only be allowed to play if space permits; otherwise, you will be asked to play in the late session.  Please note if balls go over the fence, a player from that court must retrieve it.  Balls must be collected at the end of the late session.  Round Robin Rules will be posted by the Tag-up Board.
We will be using a modified “name in the can” idea this year, so that everyone has a chance to get on the court in the first half hour.  This means your name has to be in by 5 minutes before Round Robins begin.
If you have any concerns, please address them to one of our Round Robin coordinators.   If you are interested in assisting with the round robin please let one or our committee members know.  Your help would be greatly appreciated!!  Thank you in advance for your patience and understanding as we try our best to make this a great round robin season!

	This player has achieved improved stroke dependability and direction on moderate shots, but still lacks depth and variety. This player is starting to exhibit more aggressive net play, has improved court coverage, and is developing teamwork in doubles.

	4.0 +
	This player has begun to master the use of power and spins and is beginning to handle pace, has sound footwork, can control depth of shots, and is beginning to vary tactics according to opponents. This player can hit first serves with power and accuracy, place the second serve and is able to rush the net successfully.
